	Cost of Mediation
	For up to 3 hours of mediation it is flat fee of $3,000 (incl GST) and for up to 6 hours a flat fee is $6,000 which includes a pre-mediation phone conference and reading of any material.  Extra time is $600 per half hour. 

	Cancellation of mediation
	See paras 26-28 of the mediation agreement.


The parties appoint Richard Maurice, Barrister (“the mediator”) to assist them to resolve the dispute that is briefly described above ("the Dispute"). 

1. The mediator accepts the appointment to mediate the Dispute at the time and place set out above or at another time or place that the parties agree to. 

ROLE OF THE MEDIATOR AND OF THE PARTIES 

2. The mediator and each party will use their best endeavours to resolve the Dispute by: 

a. systematically identifying the issues in dispute; 

b. developing alternatives and options for the resolution of the Dispute; 

c. exploring the usefulness of each alternative; and 

d. seeking to achieve a resolution which is acceptable to the parties and which meets their interests and needs. 

3. The mediator will always be neutral and impartial. 

4. Subject to Clauses 6 & 7, the mediator will not:  

a. give legal or other professional advice to any party; 

b. express binding opinions about issues or outcomes of the case; or 

c. impose a decision on the parties.

5. The mediator may meet with the parties jointly and/or separately, as the mediator determines in consultation with the parties. 

EVALUATIVE MEDIATION 

6. The mediator will usually conduct an evaluative mediation acting a “devil’s advocate” and might make informal recommendations to the parties about the outcome of certain issues or the whole dispute.

7.  Any recommendations expressed are not binding on the parties and are not to be raised in Court.  They are subject to the legal advice received by a party.

8. Each party can, with the consent of the mediator and the other parties, attend the mediation with one or more persons to assist or advise the parties. 

CONFLICT OF INTEREST 

9. The mediator must, before the commencement of the mediation disclose to the parties, to the best of the mediator’s knowledge, any prior association with any of the parties as well as disclose any interest in the outcome of the dispute, if applicable.

10. If in the course of the mediation the mediator becomes aware of any circumstances that might reasonably be considered to affect the mediator’s capacity to act impartially, the mediator must inform the parties of those circumstances and the parties may agree that the mediator may continue to mediate. 

CO-OPERATION OF THE PARTIES 

11. Each party agrees to take part in the mediation in good faith.  This includes a promise be full and frank in their dealings with the mediator and the other parties and not to withhold any important information.

12. Each party will comply with the reasonable requests and directions of the mediator in relation to the conduct of the mediation. 

PRE-MEDIATION READINESS CHECK

13. Prior to the mediation the mediator will usually conduct a pre-mediation conference with the lawyers representing the parties (usually by video conferencing or telephone) in order to establish a timetable, procedure for the conduct of the mediation and to ensure it is ready to proceed.

AUTHORITY TO SETTLE AND REPRESENTATION AT THE MEDIATION 

14. Each party must have in attendance at the mediation a person or persons who will have the ultimate authority to settle the Dispute.  If that is not reasonably practical, the mediator and other parties are to be notified prior to the mediation and each party must then have in attendance at the mediation a person with sufficient authority to recommend to the ultimate decision maker whether or not and in what manner to settle the Dispute, and whose recommendation is likely to be accepted. 

CONFIDENTIALITY OF THE MEDIATION PROCESS 

15. Any information disclosed during the mediation process by a party or that party’s representative in private will be treated by the mediator as confidential, unless the party making the disclosure states otherwise. 

16. The parties and the mediator will not disclose to any person not present at the mediation any information or document given to them during the mediation unless required by law to make such disclosure, or unless permitted or required to do so under the provisions of this agreement.

17. A party may disclose information or documents obtained during the mediation to a person not present at the mediation where that party needs to do so in order to obtain professional advice or where the person is within that party’s legitimate field of intimacy. A party disclosing information or documents in these circumstances must inform the professional advisor or any such person that the information or documents are confidential. 

18. The parties and the mediator agree that, other than if required by law, the following will be privileged and will not be disclosed, tendered as evidence, or be the subject of a subpoena to give evidence or produce documents, in any proceedings relating to the dispute: 

a. Any settlement proposal, whether made by a party, person at the mediation or by the mediator. 

b. The willingness of a party to consider such a proposal. 

c. Any statement made by a party, person attending or the mediator during the mediation including concessions made about any issue relevant to the case.

d. Any information or document prepared for or provided during the mediation process. 

19. If a party produces any document(s) at the mediation that otherwise would be privileged from production or from admission into evidence, that party does not waive that privilege by producing the document.  The parties agree that these confidentiality provisions include and bind any legal or other professional they instruct for these proceedings.

RECORDING OF SETTLEMENTS 

20. If the parties agree to resolve the Dispute, a note of the essential terms of the settlement must usually be signed by or on behalf of the parties, before they leave the mediation.   Alternatively they may sign documents for submission to Court.

INDEMNITY AND EXCLUSION OF LIABILITY 

21. The parties agree that the mediator will not be liable to any party for any act or omission in the performance of the mediator’s duties and obligations under this agreement unless the act or omission is fraudulent. 

22. The parties, together and separately, indemnify the mediator against any claim for any act or omission in the performance of the mediator’s duties under this agreement unless the act or omission is fraudulent.

THE COST OF THE MEDIATION

23. If a mediation is booked for up to 3 hours of mediation there is a flat fee of $3,000. If a mediation is booked for up to 6 hours the flat fee is $6,000. 
24. After the period of 3 or 6 hours $600 per half hour extra is charged.  
25. If a mediation booked for 3 hours ends before that time for any reason whatsoever the full fee of 3 hours is payable.

26. If a mediation booked for 6 hours ends before that time for any reason whatsoever the full fee of 6 hours is payable.

27. Unless the parties agree otherwise they will share equally all the fees and costs of the mediation. These costs are to be paid within seven days of the mediation. Any outstanding fees and costs attract interest at the rate of 2% per month or part thereof calculated from the date of the mediation.
28. The solicitor(s) who engage the mediator to conduct the mediation is/are deemed to have secured my fees before the mediation consistent with Legal Profession Uniform Law Australian Professional Rule 35.1.

29. GST is included in all of these fees quoted above and includes a pre-mediation conference & reading of any material for up to 90 minutes per party.
CONTINUATION OF MEDIATION ON ANOTHER DAY(S)

30. If the parties agree to continue their mediation on another day then they agree to be bound by the same terms and conditions as set out in this agreement.  The fees charged to date are required to be paid before the next mediation.

CANCELLATION OR TERMINATION OF THE MEDIATION 

31. If either or both parties cancel the Mediation they must give the mediator not less than 7 days notice or otherwise the Full Mediation Fee will be payable unless the parties have otherwise agreed under Clause 24 herein.

32. The mediator may, at his discretion, terminate his involvement in the mediation at any stage if, after consultation with the parties, the mediator feels unable to assist the parties to achieve resolution of their Dispute.  The flat fee for the entire period booked is payable by the parties regardless of the reason for the termination.

33. The parties acknowledge that cancellation fees apply whether or not one or both of them have returned a signed mediation agreement at the time of cancellation.

LAWYERS AND ANY OTHER ATTENDEES’ OBLIGATIONS

34. The lawyer(s) appearing for a party are bound by the same confidentiality provisions as parties as set out herein.  

35. The lawyer(s) have explained the terms of confidentiality to any attendees who are also bound by the confidentiality provisions of this agreement.

36. If a lawyer(s) appears for a party at the mediation they are jointly and severally with their client responsible for payment of the mediator’s fees.

WITHDRAWING FROM THE MEDIATION

37. A party may terminate his or her involvement in the mediation at any time but only after consultation with the mediator.   The flat fee for the entire period booked is payable by the parties regardless of the reason for the party or parties withdrawing from the mediation.  Withdrawal includes but is not limited to a party deciding to cease participating including a refusal to continue negotiations.

IMPLIED ACCEPTANCE OF TERMS

38. The parties acknowledge that a copy of this agreement was provided to them  via their lawyer(s) prior to the mediation and that they have had the opportunity to read and consider its contents and ask any questions of their lawyer(s).  If for any reason one or more of the parties has not signed the agreement but nevertheless chooses to participate in the mediation they are taken to have accepted its terms by that conduct.
